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IR Project – 3rd quarter

Part 1: Bloom’s Taxonomy Questions. For this project, you are going to divide your book up into TWO sections (first half, second half). For each section, you are going to create, answer and justify six questions, according to Bloom’s Taxonomy. 

For each HALF of your book, you will:

1. create a question for each level of Bloom’s Taxonomy (six 

questions)

2. Answer all of the questions you created (six answers, complete

Sentences, 3-5 sentences each)

3. Explain how each question you asked fits into the category

from which it came (six explanations, 3-5 sentences each)
I have included a blank handout as a SAMPLE, but your responses should be TYPED. The handout is posted on my webpage, and you can download it and type it right on the handout then print it out, or you can create something similar on your computer at home. You do not have to re-create the boxes – as long as you have the labeled question, the answer to the question, and the explanation of why your question fits into that particular level of question, you’ll be fine. Also, make sure they go in order!
Please make sure your questions for each HALF of the book GO IN ORDER (Remembering to Create)
  


✔ You will do this TWO times (each approximately 1/2 of your 




book  


✔ Make sure you have all six levels of Bloom’s Taxonomy – in ORDER   


✔ Typed – you may either use the template on the webpage or create




something like it on your own

✔ Do not ask the same question (or a variation thereof) more than once


✔ Make sure to word you question to get the answer you desire, and not simply a 




one word response. Use words like why, elaborate, explain, etc.

✔ Make sure you are asking PERTINTENT questions, pertaining to the meaning of 

the story (asking what color someone’s shirt is, for example, is NOT pertinent.)

✔ USE YOUR MINI LESSONS TO HELP YOU!!!!!
SAMPLE!!!!! Please note that there is SPECIFIC evidence from the book in the answer. I will be looking for that!

	5. EVALUATE question:
Compare and contrast the attitude that Scout had towards Boo during their first encounter vs. her attitude during their last encounter in the book. Discuss the changes that took place, and explain why those changes happened.



Answer: 

In the beginning of the book, Scout is very young and is susceptible to the imaginings of a little girl. She first thinks of him as a monster because all she knows of him are stories and ‘legends.’ As she gets older, and she realizes that Boo tried to help keep her warm by putting a blanket on her shoulders during the fire at Miss Maudie’s, she begins to realize that maybe she had misjudged him. At the end of the story, when he saves the kids, Scout realizes that he is nothing like she thought when she was young. She recognizes the great courage Boo displayed not only by confronting Bob Ewell, but also by just coming out of the house, which seems to be the only place he feels comfortable. Scout’s attitude changes not only because she matures, but also because of the experiences she has with Boo.

· Note that because this is a “high level” question, the answer is more involved (longer, with lots of detail!)

· You do NOT have to highlight the key verbs – I did just so you would notice them in the sample. Note that there are several parts to higher level questions!
Explanation of HOW it is an EVALUATING question:

This is an analyzing question because it requires the reader to compare and contrast the two different attitudes Scout expresses about Boo. Scout has a different opinion of Boo from the beginning to the end of the book. The reader must not only identify the changes, but then also make a determination as to why these changes took place.

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Independent Reading Assessment

Part 2: One-Pager project.  For this final task for your independent reading book, you will create a combined textual and visual representation of your understanding of your book. Be careful to read and carefully follow all directions.

1. All work must be on one side of a standard-sized (8.5 x 11), unlined piece of paper. I have paper if you do not. Just ask! 

2. Use colored pencils, pens, and/or markers. Or, alternatively, if you are amazing on computers, you may do it on the computer and print it out in color. Yes, that means it should be colorful!

3. Your first and last name, as well as class period must be clearly written on the BACK of the page. (This is the only information on the back.)

4. Write the title, author and a central idea (theme statement) in the middle of the paper. 

5. Create a border to frame the page that reflects the central idea (This can include words, pictures, symbols or even quotes or a mixture of any of these. This should be something that relates to the book!)

6. Find and copy AT LEAST TWO PASSAGES (narration, lines of dialogue, etc.) from the text that supports the central idea. Remember to cite the page number of each piece of text you quote. Analyze and explain (3-5 sentences) how the passage is relevant to the central idea. 

7. Write a statement (1-2 sentences) about how your book can be connected to your life. This may be a connection to characters, setting, the theme or any other connection. 

8. Draw an image that would represent the main character. (If art is not your thing, a symbol or group of symbols would work or you may use a printed image and glue it on.)

9. Draw a word cluster around your character image. Use words directly from the story that illustrate the character’s personality traits. 

10. Be colorful and neat. Most of the page should be filled with the elements listed above. They do not all need to be linear – you can make shapes, put things on a diagonal, etc. Nothing should be left in pencil. BE CREATIVE!
