Found Poetry

It is poetry that you ‘find’ in text that has already been written:

1. words can be dropped
2. phrases/words carefully chosen
3. words appear in order (as they were in the original text)
4. do not add words
* As with any poem, imagery, alliteration, repetition, theme, etc, are still important in found poetry.
