Level #1—Remember:  Where does the story of To Kill A Mockingbird take place?

Why is this a “Remember” question?

Level #2—Understand:  How would you describe the town that Jem and Scout inhabit?

Why is this an “Understand” question?

Level #3—Apply:    How do the Jim Crow Laws of  the South manifest in To Kill a Mockingbird?

Why is this an “Apply” question?

Level #4—Analyze:  What evidence can you find in To Kill a Mockingbird that indicates that the pattern of intolerance is diminishing in Maycomb County?

Why is this an “Analyze” question?

Level #5—Evaluate:  In your opinion, does To Kill a Mockingbird still resonate in today’s world?  How so?  What rules/lessons does it offer in our progressive, diverse world?

Why is this an “Evaluate” question?

Level #6—Create:  How have Jem and Scout been changed by their father’s battle with social injustice?   In the future, how will the two of them remember the actions of Boo Radley?
