Blind Date with a Book

Mr. Eagan from the Frontier Middle School student services
center put together a special field trip for the entire eighth grade.

On January 24, 360 students and 20 teachers were given the
opportunity to go to Erie 1 BOCES’ Potter Career and Technical
Center in West Seneca. Eighth grade students were offered 12
different programs for high school students including animal
science, sports science, welding and game programming. The
students chose three programs that they were interested in
seeing on that day. They were able to talk to instructors, learn
about the expectations of the curriculum and do some hands-on
activities.

“The administration and faculty of the Potter Center were
incredibly welcoming to us. We look forward to making this an
annual event,” Mr. Eagan said.

“We wrapped 120 books and labeled them with their genres on
the front and a descriptions on the back,” Middle School Librarian
Rachel Brew explained.

Once students have read their blind selections, they fill out a card
asking them about their experience and to summarize the story.
Those entries are gathered and drawn from in March to select the
winner of a Barnes & Noble gift card.

“As the students move into seventh and eighth grade, I see them
look forward to it each year!” Mrs. Brew added.

In March the library will challenge teams of three to five students
in the Battle of the Books. This fun book knowledge-based
competition asks team members to read four books and a graphic
novel and answer questions accurately before another team can
buzz in.

This challenge has been brought back to Frontier Middle School
after several years. New this year, the winning team from the
middle school ‘battles’ will go on to represent Frontier against
teams from other local school districts in April at Pioneer Central
School District.

On March 1, they moved on to face the Jamestown Red
Raiders at Kenmore West in the semi-finals, coming out on top 37-20. Then, on March 6,
the team brought home the Section VI Class AA championship, defeating Williamsville
North. Notable team members were the dynamic duo of junior Claire Kruszka and senior
Kennedy I[zzo, who both reached the 1,000-point milestone this season. Kennedy also
surpassed the school’s points record.

Frontier Seventh-Grader
Brings Home State Title

In her first trip to the New York State
Public High Schools Athletic Association
gymnastics championship, Frontier
seventh-grader Lea Philarom won the
all-around title. Lea scored 38.125
points, which included a tie for second
in floor exercise (9.525), second place
on balance beam (9.55) third on bars
(9.550) and a vault score of 9.50.

Her score, along with her teammates,
allowed Section VI to regain the
championship from Section III
(Syracuse) in Cold Spring Harbor

on Long Island. This marks the fifth
championship for Section VI in seven
years as well as a points record of
187.905, 1.126 more than the previous
record set by Section XI (Suffolk County)
in 2003.

Lea Philarom won the NYSPHSAA Gymnastics
all-around title.
